According to the dates in the cornice, 55-59 was built in 1887 and 51-53 was built the following year in 1888.

The D.W. Downey store dealt with clothing, shoes, boots, hats and men's furnishings. It was listed in the 1889-90 business directory and
thus would have been a first occupant here. It was owned by Daniel W. Downey. A large store from the beginning, it spread across two
retail facades. It closed c1927-28 after around a half century in business. His home was at 102 Pine St. E.

#51 was a drug store for around 30 years, c1978 to c2008. First as Family Prescription Service, then Family Big V Drug Store and finally
Shoppers Drug Mart. Big V had been acquired by Shoppers Drug Mart in 1995, but stayed independent for a time. The two locations on
King St. were converted to Shoppers by the turn of the century. By c2008, both locations were closed when a new larger store took over
the old Dominion store location.

United Cigar Stores were an American tobacco wholesale chain founded in 1901 by Charles A. Whelan and George J. Whelan, in
Syracuse, NY. It then transformed into retail and expanded into Canada. The Brockville store was in this location from the early 1930s to
1970. Managers through the years were H. Donnelly, D. Clissold and by Bernice Oxbro from the early 1950s to the end.

Samuel Flint inhearited his fathers estate upon his death in 1852. In 1857, he had this home built where he lived with his wife
Laura (Huntingdon). The architect is believed to be Benjamin Chaffey. After Laura passed in 1891, he married Grace
(UnsworthIt), having one daughter. Samuel passed away on December 9, 1905. It became Irvine Funeral Home in 1973
