OSGOODE PELL HOUSE

Architect:
The Society is headquartered in a three-story
Romanesque Revival mansion at 424
Bellevue Avenue, constructed in 1888 as a
summer residence for William H. Osgood of
New York. Its last private owner was Herbert
Claiborne Pell, former U.S. Ambassador to
Portugal and Hungary. After several
incarnations as a school building, the property
was purchased in 1992 by the Preservaton
Society, which conducted an extensive
restoration and renovation of the building for
use as its administrative headquarters.

Fairholme is a Tudor Revival historic
mansion in Newport, Rhode Island designed
by Frank Furness and built by Furness &
Hewitt in 1874-1875 for Fairman Rogers. It
was remodeled in 1905 by John R. Drexel at a
substantial cost but, after passing through the
hands of Alphonso P. Villa, was sold before
1955, during the period when the rich were
impacted by high tax rates, to Robert A.
Young for $38,000.

MALBONE MANSION
1849

90 Malbone Road,

Architect: A. J. Davis; Dudley Newton
Malbone is the oldest mansion in Newport,
Rhode Island. The original mid-18th century
estate was the country residence of Col.
Godfrey Malbone of Virginia and
Connecticut. The main house burned down
during a dinner party in 1766 and the
remaining structure sat dormant for many
years until New York lawyer Jonathan
Prescott Hall built a new roughly 5,800 sq ft
(540 m2) castellated residence directly on top
of the old ivy-covered ruins

The
home was acquired by Cornelius Vanderbilt II
in 1885.

Added onto and
embellished several times, it was eventually
described as “well-nigh” perfect by George
Champlin Mason. In 1903 the widowed Mrs.

Brown had the landmark house razed and had
a much larger Harbor Court built in its place.

ROSETTA COTTAGE

Bellevue Avenue facing Marine Ave
Demolished, 1938

Architect: George Champlin Mason,
alterations by J. D. Johnston
The William W. Tucker family of Boston chose
Newport architect George Champlin Mason to build
their Italianate cottage near the cliffs at the end of
Bellevue Avenue overlooking a chasm that inspired the
estate's name, The Grotto. When Frederick W.
Vanderbilt acquired the Tucker property and began
construction on the more palatial Rough Point in 1888,
he had the Tucker house moved to a new site and
renovated by J. D. Johnston. The cottage was then presented
to the Post family,Mrs. Post being a sister of Mrs. Frederick W.
Vanderbilt. The house in turn passed to Margaret Louise Post, the
future Mrs. James L. Van Alen, later Mrs.Louis Bruguiere. Re-
baptized Rosetta Villa, the house was sold by Mrs. Bruguiere to
Newport developer James T. O’Connell who razed the villa in
1938.

STONEACRE

This vast Shingle Style cottage, with a broad front
piazza overlooking grounds designed by Frederick
Law Olmsted, was built for John W. Ellis, founder of
the First National Bank in Cincinnati and a director of
the Northern Pacific Railroad. Sold to E. R. Thomas,
the estate was subsequently acquired by William
Goadby and Florence Baker Loew of New York. The
Loew family sold Stoneacre in 1965 for $24,500 and it
became, with a half dozen estates along central
Bellevue Avenue, a dormitory first for the Hatch
School and then for Vernon Court Junior College.
Demolished in 1962 for a planned academic building and
recreational campus, these construction plans were cancelled by
the 1973 bankruptcy of the school. While the other former estate
dormitories were developed into condominiums, the site of
Stoneacre remained empty and is now being restored as the
Frederick Law Olmsted Park. The surviving stable building was
saved by conversion into condominiums in 1986, and is now a
student residence for Salve Regina University. Wiki . E B .
